The purposes of this descriptive and correlational research were to examine the family
functioning, quality of life of disabilities and determine relationships between family functionings
and quality of life of disabilities. The samples consisted of 61 physical disabilities without other
multiple handicaps who registered for disability license. They had been disable for 10 year er less
and livedin-urban area of Samut Prakarn province during 1 August 2007 to 31 October 2007,
They were 46.16 years old on average and most of them were male and married. Data were
collected by using 2 scales of the Chulalongkorn Family Functioning Inventory and the WHO
Quality of Life — Brief Thai. Data analyses included frequencies, percents, means, standard
deviations and Pearson correlation.

The results showed that mean total score of family functioning of the samples was
104.59 (SD=14.33, range=70-128) and mean score of quality of life was at moderate level of
7797 (SD=12:51). Family functioning was positively correlated with quality of life moderately
(r=.53, p<.001). When each domain of family functionings was considered, there were
moderately positive relationships between problem solving, emaotional responses, role, general
duty and the quality of life (r =57, p<<.001, =52, p <.001, r=.50, p<.001, and r=.48, p<.001,
respectively). There was a weakly positive correlation between communication and quality of life
(r=.27, p<.05). However, there was no significant relationship between emotional cohesion,
behavioral control and quality of life. These tindings revealed that disabilities who lived in a
family with more appropriate functions would have better quality of life. Intervention that aimed
to promote family functionings could enhance and strengthen overall quality of life of the

disabilities.
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
