The purposes of this-study are to apply balanced scorecard technique with the educational
administration, to find the appropriate balanced scorecard processes which fit with the educational
administration, and.to assess the etfectiveness of using balanced scorecard in educational administration. The
technique used in this research is Participatory Action Research (PAR) according to the study by Kemmis and
Mc Taggart (1988). The research process composed of 5 phases which are 1) Research Preparation phase; 2)
Feasibility Study phasc; 3) Planning phasc; 4) Implementation and Monitoring phase; and 5) Evaluation phase.
The primary data are collected from 29 representatives of school stakeholders in Anuban Phayuhakiri school,
Nakornsawan province as the case study. The 29 representatives persons consist of 1 school vice director, 5
teachers, 3 committees of\ schoel board inbasic education, 10 parents and guardians, and 10 students. The
whole data in each phase are analyzed by using Brain Storming technique

The researchresults discover that there are 4 perspectives (Student Perspective, Internal Process
Perspective, Learning & Developing Perspective, and Budget & Resource Perspective) which are suitable to
apply balanced scorecard technique in educational administration. Whereas there are 10 processes of balanced
scorecard that are appropriate with educational administration after preparation period. These 10 processes are
1) Analyze school condition and general context; 2} [dentily Workshop; 3} Determine Strategic Planning;

4) Building Scorecard; 5) Define and Revise Key Performance Indicators (KPIY; 6) Specify Responsible Units;
7) Building Template; 8) Specity Stratcgic Initiative; 9) Implementation; and 10) Evaluation. For Anuban
Phayuhakiri school, this study discovers that there are 13 KPIs which have performance value above target
value while there are 5 KPIs which have the performance value under target value. This study also finds 4 key
success factors which are 1} Executive Leadership; 2) Management Skills; 3) Dynamic Participatory Action
Research; and 4) Continuous and Sustainable Systematic Development. All the processes derived from

participation of stakeholders which affected the quality of learners according to educational standards.
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
