The purposes of this study were to investigate and to compare the problems of academic affair
management as classified by school location, administration system, and school type, as well as to find out the
guidelines for development of basic education private schools in the eastern seaboard development area. The sample
consisted of 123 school administrators. The instrumentused for collecting data was a set of five-leve] rating scale
questionnaires. The statistics used in this research were mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way analysis of
variance and weight scored.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The problems of academnic affair management of basic cducation private school in the eastem
seaboard development area, both as a whole and in each partieular aspect, were rated at a moderate level.

2. The eomparison of problems of academic affair management of basic educalion private schools in
the castern seaboard development arca, as classified by school lotation and administration system were no
significant difference and as classified by school type was no signifieant difference, except in the aspect of source
of knowledge development

3. The guidelines for development of basie education privale schools in the castern seaboard
development area: In the aspectof schoo! curriculum development, administrators and tcachers should participate
in planning forum to follow the aims curriculum, in the aspect of tcaring process development, teachers’ teaching
plan should be followed in-each subjecl. In the aspect of evaluation and school record transfer, should provide
teacher’s seminary'lo let the teachers know how to create the definition evaluation tools. In the aspect of research
for educational devclopment, should train teachers to get the knowledge about the research for schooling. In the
aspect of material, innovation, and educational technology development, training should be always arranged for
teacher development in using the innovations and technologics. In the aspeet of source of leaming development,
should encourage teachers to use intemal and external learning sources in the procedure of learning by covering the
folk wisdem. Inthe aspect of educational supervision, academic supervision and schooling should be provided at
school. In the aspect of educational guidanee, all teacher participations should arrangc the academic guidance and
vocation. In the aspeet of internal quality assessment developrent, school administrators should be aware and
emphasize about thc educational quality assessment. In Ihe aspect of academic knowledge instigation to public,
school administrators should make hcadway with government and private institutions. in the aspect of academic
development cooperation with other schools, school administrators should participate and help for academie
development with other government and private schools. In the aspect of academic instigation support to
educational people, families, organizations, institutions and other academies, sehool administrators should research

the desire of public in academic affair.
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
