The purpose of this study was to study the relationship between the conflict management
strategies and effectiveness of primary schools, as classified by sex, age of the teacher and size of
schools.

The sample of this study consisted of 305 teachers in primary schoois under the office of
national primary education commission in educational regicn 12.

The research instruments used in this study were a 5 — level rating scale questionnaires on
the conflict management strategies and the effectivenass of primary school, of which the reliability
was at .96. Mean, standard deviation, t - test, one - way analysis of variance and simple correlation

were used as statistical device,

The_study revealed as follows :

1. Confrentation, smoothing, compromising were more used than forcing and avoiding.

2. No significant difference in conflict management strategies was found among the
schools. .

3 The effectiveness of primary schools both as a whele and by each dimension was at
high level. |

4. Ne significant difference in effectiveness by each dimension was found ameng the
schools.

5. Avoiding, smocthing, compromising, and confrontation were positively correlated with

the effectiveness of schools as a whole at level .05, Forcing was not correlated.
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
