The purpose of this research was to study the effects of a program for developing critical
thinking ability of Mattayom Suksa 3 students. The program aimed at six stages of critical thinking [
identify. problem, collecting information, identify information, hypothesis, conclusion and evaluation.
The instruciion model was sythesized from theories, documents, and résearches of critical thinking in
the form of specific program. The content of the model consisted of specific tasks of thinking activities.
The sample consisted of 20 students r\andomly selected from the Mattayom Suksa 3 students who scored
below percentile 50 of critical thinking test. They were randomly assigned to the experimental group
and the control group with ten students in each group. The experimental group participated in the
twelve session program for developing critical thinking ability of Mattayom Suksa 3 students altogether,
10 hours in four weeks. The data collecting procedure was devided into three intervals : the pretest, the
posttest and the follow up. Repeated Measures Analysis of Variance : One Between-Subjects Variable

and One Within-Subjects Variable, and the Newman-Keuls procedure were employed in analyzing the

data.

The ksult revealed that there was a statistically significant interaction at the .05 level between
* the methods and the duration for the experiment. Participants in experimental group increased the
critical thinking ability higher than the control group in the posttest interval and the follow up-interval at .
a statistically significance of .05 . Participants in experimental group increased their critical thinking

ability in the posttest interval and the follow up interval higher than the preteét interval at a statistically
significance of .05. There were no significant difference between the critical thinking ability level of

the posttest interval and the follow up interval within the experimental group. There were ‘statistically
s.igniﬁcam difference between the critical thinking ability -Ievel' of the pretest interval, the posttest

interval and the follow up interval within the control group at a statistically significance of .05.
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
