The purposes of this research were to study the secondary school's change
according to the roles of the Foundation Education School Board under the General
Educational Department, Educational Region 12, as classified by school sizes and duration
periods, and to study the interaction of duration periods and school sizes affecting to the
secondary school’s change according fo the roles of the Basic Education School Board
under the General Educational Department, Educational Region 12. The samples were 250
members of Education School Board under the General Educational Department, Educational
Region 12, selected through stratified random sampling method. The instrument used for this
study was designed by the researcher. The statistical devices used for the data analysis
were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and the two-way repeated measurement ANOVA.

The finding of the study were revealed as foliows :In regard to the change of
secondary schools according to the roles of the Basic Education School Beard under the
General Educational Department, Educational Region 12, the overview of the pre-operation
duration period for the small , medium and farge secondary schools was at the lowsr and
within level, in one year duration period of the post- operation for the small , medium and
large secondary schools it was at the moderate level. For the present duration period for the
large medium and small secondary schools change of academic and personal were at the
moderate level, while the overview structure for the large and medium secondary schools was at
the high ievel, and the moderate level for the small schools. Duration perods and school
sizes had significant intaraction at .05. During pre-operation duration period, the changes of
three schools sizes were not different. In one year duration period of the post- operation the
medium size secondary schools had more changes than small and medium size schools . For
the present duration period, the medium size secondary schools had more changes than

large and small schoots,
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
