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INVESTIGATION OF THE CONDITIONS, PROBLEMS AND STRATEGIES TO
PROMOTE CHILD-CENTERED LEARNING IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS UNDER THE
OFFICE OF PRIVATE EDUCATION COMMISSION, EDUCATIONAL REGION 12
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This research was aimed to study the conditions, problems and strategies in
promoting child centered learning. The sample used in this study consisted of 361 primary
school teachers under the oftice of private school commission, Education region 12. The
sampling method used was the stratified random sampling, The instruments utilized in data
collection were of a set of checklist questionnaire, and a set of 5 level rating scale
questionnaires, statistical devices employed in analyzing the data included mean, standard
deviation, one — way ANOVA and t-test.

The results of the study were : the condition of child-centered learning in primary
schools was rated at the moderate level however, when classified according to the school
size, teacher experience and location, it was found to be significantly different (p < 05). The
problems of child-centered learning were rated at the moderate level and when classified
according to schools size, they were found not to be different in all aspects. The differentiation
of teacher experience and location were found to be significantly different (p <05).

The strategy to promote child-centered learning in the teaching behavior for in each
aspect was in preparation for the development of local curriculum local needs must be identified
first in order to develop the curriculum to suit those needs. According to the learner’s behavior,

there were obvious needs to support gaining knowledge from self-preparation.
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
