The purpose of this research was to campare the group activity and reality group therapy
on classroom disruptive behaviors of Prathomsuksa V students. The sample consisted of eighteen
students. These sample were randomly selected using a classroom disruptive behavior test from
volunteer group of students who studied in Tessaban 4 (Sitthichaiubprathum) school. The sample
were thereafter randomly assigned into three groups : the group activity program : the reality group
therapy program and the control group with six students in each group. A disruptive behavior
evaluation form and a recording form were used as the instruments to collect data. Ten experiments
were administered for each group in two weeks duration. The follow-up period occurred two weeks
later. The data collection procedure was divided into three phases : the pre-test, the post-test, and
the follow-up. The researcher used two-way ANOVA with repeated measure and the Newman-Keuls
method in analyzing the data.

It was found that there was a statistically significant interaction, at .05 level, between the
methods and the duration of experiment. Participants in both experiment groups had classroom
disruptive behaviors lower than the control group in both, post-test and the follow-up period, with
a statistical significance of .05. The disruptive behaviors of both experiment groups were found to

decrease differently with no statistical significance.
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
