The purpose of this study was to develop four lessons of a computer assisted instruction
program for hearing impaired students to meet the standard criterion of 80/80. The researcher
began a study by studying the content and learning objectives for each lesson, then designed the
tutorial program following these steps : making a flowchart, writing a storyboard and
programming the computer, using Authorware Professional Version 5.2. The program was then
tried out twice by means of individual testing and smatl group testing. The data from the tryout
were thereafter used in revising the program. After the completion of the révisions the program
was field tested to evaluate its efficiency. The field testing was done with twenty 5-6 grade
hearing-impaired students from Setsathien School, Chonburi. The students were asked to filled

out a five level scale questionnaire after the field testing.

As the result of the study were that four lessons of CAI were developed with the
attributes of using sign language, videoclips and lips reading . It was also found that the newly
designed CAI program achieved an efficiency level of 100.00/85.00 and that the students felt
highly satisfied with the program.
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
