" The purposes of this study were to study the establishment of an Exploring Centre of Government Schools in
Utaradit provinee in the following in aspecis ; 1, real condition in establishing an Exploring Centre of Government Schools, 2.
role of teachers in Exploring Centre of Government Schools, 3. to compare attitudes of administrators and teachers lowards the
establishment of an Exploring Centre of Government Schools. The sample of the study consisted of sixty administrators and
teachers from Tha Ith Municipal School, Wat Tai Talad Municipal School, Wat Klong Pho Municipal School, Kasem Jittaram
Municipal School, Wat Nong Pha Municipal School and Wat Phai Lom Municipal School. The instruments used in data
collection were a set of rating scale questionnaires and a set of openi-end guestionpajres. Statistics utilized in analysing the data

included percentage, mean, and t-distribution.

The results of the research were:

1. Inthe aspeect of the 1eal conditicn in establishing an Exploring Centre of Government Schools of academic
affairs, personnel ‘affairs, administration and financial affairs, and building a;f‘fairs, it was found that the teaching model that was
u'sea the most was classroom teaching, and the least \;&fas individual teaching. The teaching model that created changes the most
was new teaching techniques, and the least was adﬁsciry and learning psychology. The medias that were used the most were things
that could be easily found, and the least w‘as video tapes. Environment was one thing that affected students the most. The most
effective way the teachers could participate in creating environrment was to arrange every corner of the school to be sonrees of
knowledge and learning resources, and the least was to arrange outside classroom activities. As regards the assessment of the
students with special capabilities, the method that could not collect the in formaticn the most was thrt.)ugh examinations. The most
effective way to choose inmovation wis {0/ produce by themselves whereas the least was to have someone else produce for them.
The most effective way to observe students with special abilities was to observe through games playing behavior and the feast was
through observation of frequency in participating activities corner. The most effective wdy in planning activities was to atrange
according to the students’ fieed and ths least was arrange according to the administrators” order. The convenience in receiving
infoﬁnation conceming exploring centers was moderate. The cooperation concering students” information was high. The most
effective way in supporting the media was to produce it theméelves. While the least was through the dealers’ presentation. The
cofivenience in Tequesting for material was high. The budget allocated for the establishment of exploring centers was inadequate.
The number of classroom buildings was suitable. Number of students in each class was toc many. The lighting and air ctreulation
in classrocms was suitable. The composite buildings mostly found were dining halls, restroom buildings while the least fonnd
were workshops, The most special rooms found were nurse rooms while the least found were computer rooms, library rooms, and
technology rooms.

2, Teachers at exploring centers were knowledgeeble about students with special abilities at the high level. With
regard to fundamental subjects, teachers at exploring centeré got involved in arts at the highest level.

3. A regards the attitude of administrators and teaches toward the operation of the exploring centers, the
admin_istrafgo:s and teachers possessed different attitudes.

4. From the study it is recommended that in the real operation of the centers environment surrounding the schools
shoﬁld be arranged as uatﬁrally as possible in order to motivate students and enable therﬁ to learn from nature as much as possible.
