The purpose of this research was to study the effects of the use of guidance set on
assertive behavior in the classroom of Matthayomsuksa 1 students. The sample of the research
consisted of 16 Matthayomsuksa students of the academic year 2002 from Wadbot-Inburi School
whose scores on the assertive behavior in the classroom were lower than the percentile rank of 50
obtained by simple random sampling. The sample was divided into two groups, experimental
and control, with 8 students in each group. The instruments used in the study were the assertive
behavior in the classroom test and the guidance set. The data collection procedure was divided
into three phrases : the pre-test, the post-test and the follow-up. The statistics used for the data
analysis were repeated-measures analysis of variance : one between-subjects variable and one
within-subjects variable by the Howell procedure and pair comparison through the Newman-

Keuls procedure.

As the result of the study it was found that there was a statistically significant
interaction at .05 between the methods and the duration of experiment. Students in the
experimental group had highter level of assertive behavior in the classroom than students in the
control group in the post-test and follow-up phases with a statistical significance at .05. Students
in the experimental group in the post-test and follow-up phases had highter level of assertive
behavior in the classroom than the pre-test phase with a statistical significance at .05, but no
significant difference on level of assertive behavior in the classroom during the post-test phase
and the follow-up phase of the expérimental group.
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
