The purpose of this research was to compare the Thai reading comprehension of
Prathom Suksa IV students by mind map method and conventional method. The sample consisted
of Prathom Suksa IV students at Banmaptaput school, Meung District, Rayong Provinee during
the second semester of the 2003 academic year. The students were equally divided into an
experimental group and a control group with forty students in each. The experiment was set-up in
the, form of non randomized, control group pretest-posttest design. The instruments used for
collecting data in the experiment included twenty lesson plans. and a thirty item reading
comprehension objective test. The data were analyzed using t-test

The results of the study were the following:

L. The achievement of Thai reading comprehension after instruction using the mind
map method was significantly higher than before the instruction at a .05 [evel.

2. )The achievement of Thai reading comprehension after instruction using the
conventional method was significantly higher than before the instruction at a .05 level .

3. The reading comprehension in Thai of students after being taught by mind map

method was not higher than afier being taught by conventional method.
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
