This study aimed 1o investigale problems and guided solutions of school lunch program
administration of Primary Schools under the Office of National Primary Education Commission in Educational
Region 12, and to compare those problems as classified by status, school size, and school location.

The sampie consisted of 320 school administrators and 320°Chiefs of school tunch programs in
academic year of 2001, which were selected by the means of stratified random sampling. The instrument used
in this study was a rating scale questionnaire, Mean score, standard deviation, t-test and One way Analysis of
Variance were employed in data analysis:

The findings revealed as followings;

1. The problems of scheol lunch program administration of Primary Schools under the Office of
National Primary Education Commission in Educational Region 12, as-a whole and in all aspects were at a
maderate level.

2. Guided Solutions of School Lunch Program Administration of Primary Schools under the Office of
National Primary Education Commission in Educational Region 12 were as followings; On planning, : plan the
school lunch program according 1o existing resources; manpower, budget, materials and instruments; on
resources: to reduce the other duty and responsibility of personnel, and adapt function and roles to be fixed of
the school lunch progrant; on stimulation, to encourage and stimulus personnel who concem the school lunch
program continucusly: on coordination to promote personnel team working or committee for running the
school-lunch program continuously; and on evaluation, Lo assess or evaluate the performances of the school
lunch program continuously; pre service, in the process of service, afier service and annual evaluation report.

3. On comparison of those problems as classified by status which were principals and chiefs of school
tunch program, there were not significant difTerence but when classified by school size, there were signiticant
difference (p<.05), and the statistical shown that the large and medium sizes of school had more administrative
preblems than the small size.

When considering on province of school location, it found that the school of various location were
tound 10 have significant difference. (p<.05); it shown that the schools located Srakeao and Trad provices had
more administrative problems than the other schools in other provinees at the .05 level of significam

difference.
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
