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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of a guidance activity program on
development of emotional intelligence of lower secondary school students. The sample consisted
of 12 students randomly selected from the lower secondary school students of Thairathwittya 42
school in Chonburi Province who scored below percentile 25 of emotional intelligence test. They
were randomly assigned to the experimental group and the control group with six students in each
group.

Subjects in the experimental group is the eleven session guidance activity program of
the lower school students for 5 weeks. The control group was taught with the conventional
instruction. The data collecting was divided into three phase: the pretest, the posttest and the
follow-up. The statistics used in analyzing the data were Repeated Measures Analysis of
Variance: One Between-Subjects Variance and One Within-Subjects Variable, and the Newman-
Keuls Procedure.

The results revealed that there was a statistically significant interaction at the. 05 level
between the methods and the duration for the experiment. Subjects’ emotional intelligence in the
experimental group is higher than subjects in the control group in the posttest phase and in the
follow —up phase at the statistical significance of 0.5. Subjects” emotional intelligence of the
experimental group in the posttest phase and in the follow — up phase is higher than the pretest
phase at the statistical significance of .05. There were no significant difference between the
emotional intelligence level of the posttest phase and the follow phase within the experimental

group.
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
