This research is targeted at the study of factors related to the sexual wrongdoings of children and
juveniles and to study the causes and the methods of correcting the sexual wrongdoings of children and
juveniles in Chonburi Province the factors included age, education, homicile, birth order in the family, status of
parents, occupation of parents, economic status, residence, history of criminal proceedings and the career of the
children and juveniles. The sample under study was separated into two groups. The first group consisted of
children and juveniles who have committed sexuval offences from Children and Juveniles Correction and
Protection Centre of Chonburi. The data were collected from the report on facts reiated to children and juveniles
of the Centre for B.E.2546 (A.D.2003), totaling 87, utilizing a systematic random check and entering the data
into “the memorandum pattern’ that the researcher created. The second group consisted of the children and
juveniles who have committed the crimes totaling 2 persons, and a group of experts on children and juveniles
totaling 5 persons. Data were collected by means of interviews in group seminars 1o find the causes and to lind
the corrective measures. The statistics used in this research study were percentage and chi-square to determine
the relationships.

The results of the research found that the age, education, birth onder in the family, status of parents,
occupation of parents, economic status, history of criminal proceedings and career of the children and juveniles
were connecied to sexual wrongdoings at the statistical significance of ,05, That is 10 say various difterent
elements were related the sexual wrongdoings of children and juveniles. The reasons for the sexual
wrongdoings of children and juveniles were lack of family warmth, having bad friends and ignorance to the
deeds or ignorance to sexual education relating to the law.

As to the corrective measures, parents should give care and attention to the children, family and
school should coordinate and educate the children and juveniles in sex education and to give knowledge to the
children and juveniles the law relating to sex.
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
