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This research was aimed to develop the curriculum on “Environmental
Conservation” for Prathomsuksa four students by adjusting the subject content of the
science subject group. The curriculum was modified and evaluated through Puissance
Measure (P.M.} model to identify its value before being tried out by the researcher. The
achievement test, and attitude test of environmental conservation were used to compare
pretest and posttest in order to indicate the quality of the curriculum. The sample used
in the research consisted of 47 Prathomsuksa four students of Banhuaiprap school,
Rayong Province. The statistics utilized in analyzing the data included mean, standard
deviation and t-Test.

The findings were as follow:

The local curriculum developed was found of being of high value or very good.
Tt'was found appropriate for local communities and suitable for learners, and applicable in
daily life. The elements of the curriculum was also found suitable and appropriate. The
experiment indicated that learning achievement of the students in posttest was higher than
that in the pretest with statistical significance of .01. On the other hand, the attitude
towards the conservation and development of local environment in the posttest was found

of being higher than that in the pretest with statistical significance of .01.
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
