The purpose of this research was to determine and develop causal factors model
influencing teacher’ s computer utilization in primary schools under Office of Commission for
Basic Education. The model consisted of six latent variables: disclosure of Job motivation, job
satisfaction: mental health, stress, emotional quotient and computer utilization, and six observed
variables: sex, age, income, educational level, teaching level and teaching experience. The
samples comprised 400 teachers in primary schools under Office of Commission for Basic
Education in the year 2547. The research instruments included Job Motivation Scale,

Job Satisfaction Scale, Mental Health Scale, Stress Scale, Emotional Quotient Scale and
Computer Utilization Scale. Data were analyzed through descriptive statistical analysis with a use
of SPSS 11.5 for Windows and causal factors model through LISREL 8.53.

The result indicated that the adjusted model was consistent with the empirical data.
Validation of this good fitted model provided the Chi-square test value of goodness of fit = 40.56,
p=1.00,df= 115, GFI = 0.99, AGFI = 0.98, CFI = 1.00, Standardized RMR = 0.02,

RMSEA = 0.00, R-SQUARE = 0.68. All variables in the model accounted for 68 percent of the
total variance of computer utilization. The variables that had significant direct effects on
computer utilization were sex, age, income, job motivation, job satisfaction, stress and emotional
quotient. The variables that had significant indirect effects on computer utilization were

educational level, teaching level, teaching experience and mental health,
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
