The purposes of the study were to determine the problems and guided solutions for early childhood
education management of the schools under the Office of Chanthaburi Educational Service Area 2 and to
compare problems classified by major fields of study, teaching experience, and the locations of schools. The
samples used in the study consisted of 133 school teachers in Chanthaburi Educational Area 2. The samples
were randomly selected by mean of stratified random sampling based on the criteria of Krejcie and Morgan a
table. The instrument used in data collection was a set of five rating scale questionnaires. The statistical devices
were analyzed by means of arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t — Test, and one way ANOVA.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The problems in general were found of being at the moderate level. When considered in each
particular aspect it was also found of being at the moderate level in five areas except for only one area which
was found of being at the low level.

2. As the result of the comparison of the problems in providing early childhood education among
the schools in Chanthaburi Educational Area 2 classified by major field of study and teaching experience, it was
found of being insignificantly different.

3. As regards the comparison of the problems in providing early childhood education among the
schools in Chanthaburi Educational Area 2 classified by school district, they were found of being significantly
different at .05 in the four areas; appropriate curriculum, providing the environment for children’s learning,
providing activities for children’s learning, and building good relationship between parents and teachers. In
only two areas; the learning integration and evaluation of children’s development and learning. the problems
were found of being insignificantly different.

4. The solutions for the problems in providing early childhood education in the schools in
Chanthaburi Educational region 12 were: 1) setting the experience 1o meet the need, age, and the levels of
development of the children, 2) arranging not more than 20 children per one teacher for better taking care of the
children, 3) encouraging observing, listening, questioning and presenting process, 4) sctting the activities to
meet age and levels of development of the children, 5) evaluating all aspects of children’s development,

6) interchanging children’s information between teachers and parents.
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
