The purpose of this study was (o determine the orientation and relations of power of
administralors and job satisfaction of private schools in Eastern Area. As well as 1o compare the use
of administrators’ power and teachers’ job satisfaction in privale schools as classified according {0 sex.
The sample used in (his study consisted of 368 private schools teachers in Eastern Area. The
instrument used for collecting the data was a rating — scale questionnaire. With discrimination power
value between .2} and 71 and reliability value of .93. Besides, its discrimination power value regarding
private schools teachers” job satisfaction was between .25 and .74 and its reliability value was |95
The data were analyzed with use of SPSS for windows. Mean, standard deviation, (—test, simple
correlation and stepwise for the multiple regression analysis were used for the data analysis.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. Regarding the use of administrators’ power and the teachers’ job satisfaction in private
schools in Eastern Area, as a whole it was found to be at the high fevel. It could be ranked from
more to less as follows: information power, expert power, connection power, referent power, legitimate
power, and teward power, only coercive power was ranked at middle level.

2. Regarding the teachers’ job satisfaction in private schools in Eastern Area, as a whole it
was found o be at the high level. It could be ranked from more to less as follows: expectancy,
valence, instrumentality.

3. Regarding the comparative use of administrators’ power and the teachers® job satisfaction
in private schools in Eastern Area with different sex, it was lound that there was slatistically
signilicant differences (p<.05)

4. The use ol administrators” power had a significant and positive correlation with
satisfaction of teachers in privale schoals in Eastern Arca. With statistical significanec (p<.035)

5. Regarding the use of administrators’ power as Expert power (X,),Reward power (X)),
Coercive power (X)), Legitimale power (A}, Referent pawer (X} and Conncction power {X,), it was found
10 be a prediction for the teachers’ job satisfaction in private schools in Eastern arca (¥) with the
reliable predicting factors of with 56.2. This could be transformed into the following cquation
