The purposes of this Tesearch were to invesiigate and to compare the problems of academic affairs
administration including the gunidelines for development of private elementary English Program school in Bangkok
and eastern seaboard development area, as classified by school size, personnel status, and school location. The sample
consisted of 605 school administrators, assistant administrators for academic affairs and teachers. The instrument used
for collecting data was a set of five-level rating scale questionnaires. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
one-way analysis of variance and score weight were employed for the data analysis. '

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The problems of academic affairs administration, both as a whole and in each particular aspect, were
rated at-a medium levell

2.. The problems of academic affairs administration, as classified by school size, were found, as a whole
and in each particular aspect, of being significantly different (p<.05).

3, The problems of academic affairs administration, as classified by respondents’ status, were found, as a
whole and in each particular aspect, of being significantly different (p<.05).

4. The problems of academic affairs’administration, as classified by schoot location, were found, as a
whole and in Curriculum and Implementation, Instructional Media aspect, of being significantly different (p<.03).

3./ Guidelines for academic affairs development were:

5.1 1n the aspect of academic planning, arrangements should be made for the people invelved so that
they can have a clear and correct knowledge and understanding of the curriculum. Academic plans should have clarity
and be-written in both English and Thai. All parties should be informed of these academic plans.

5.2 In the aspect of curriculum and curriculum implementation, all the parties involved should
participate in policy making and planning. Training on curriculum analysis should be arranged for teachers and seminars
should be frequently organized.

5.3 In the aspect of teaching and learning, training on teaching techniques and academic seminars on
instructional management should be organized. Moreover, a survey of the learners’ needs should be carried out in order
to serve the needs of the learners.

5.4 Ir. the aspect of educational supervision, training should be arranged for school personnel.
Planning and setting up of the internal supervision systern with frequent follow-ups and work plans for internal
supervision should be a must and obligation.

5.5 In the aspect of measurement and evaluation, the meeting on guidelines for measurement and
evaluation should be held, and the teachers should carry out measurement and evaluation according to the real existing

situations with the results be publicized for all concerned.
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
