The purpose of this research was to develop and validate a causal relationship
model of ego identity and values in peer group selection of upper secondary school students.
The sample consisted of 500 grade ten to twelve students. in schools under the Office of
Basic Education Commission, in the academic year 2004. The model involved six latent
variables: adjustment, child rearing practice, school environment, family relations, ego identity,
and values in peer group selection. Research instruments included two sets of questionnaires with
four scales. Data were analyzed by SPSS to obtain basic descriptive statistics, and by
employing LISREL 8.52 for model validation.

it was found that the adjusted model was consistent with the empirical data.
Goodness of fit measurement was found to be: chi - square = 49.09, df = 84, p = 1.00,
GF1=0.99, AGFI = 0.98, CFI = 1.00, SRMR = 0.018 and RMSEA = 0.00. The variables
in the model accounted for 61 percent of the variance in ego identity and 54 percent of the
variance in values in peer group selection. Variables with a statistically significant direct effect
on ego identity were adjustment, child rearing practice, and family relations. Variables with a
statistically significant direct effect on values in peer group selection were child rearing practice,

adjustment, school environment and ego identity.
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
