This purposes of this research were to investigate and to compare the
effectiveness of types of sports mass media (e.g., television, newspaper, radic and
internet) on the 3 National VSport Development Plan [NSDP; (BE 2545-2549)]. Eighty-
four-heads of the provingial district, Sport Autharity of Thailand, throughout Thailand
were employed as the research sample. The 48-item, self-evaiuation questionnaire was
validated by five experts who were well experience in the national sport plan and mass
media. The differences between types of mass media were tebted through One Way
ANOVA repeated measure design. The research analysis showed that television was the
most effective typg of sports mass media among the other three. Further analysis of 8
sirategies on the 3 NSDP {BE 2545-2540) found that newspaper and radio had the
most effectiveness on Strategy 1 (the fundamental sport) and Strategy 2 (the sport for
all}. Al types of mass media were different on the Strategy 3 (the sport for excellence)
and 4 (the professional sport). Radio and internet showed the similar results on the
Strategy 5 (the sport science and technology). In the aspect of the Strategy 6 (the sport
administration), only television and newspaper were found having no different result on

the operation,
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
