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The purpose of this research was to develop a causal and validate the causal
relationship model of academic dishonesty among high school students, based on the theory of
planned behavior of Ajzen (1991) and other related literature. The proposed model consisted of
eight latent variables. The sample, derived by mean of multi-stage random sampling, consisted of
400 high school students in schools under the office of basic education commission, The research
instruments included academic dishonesty questionnaires and factorial cause of academic
dishonesty questionnaires. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistical analysis through SPSS
tor windows and causal relationship model through LISREL 8.50.

The results indicated that the adjusted model was consistent with the empirical data.
Model validation of good fitted model provided Chi-Square test of goodness of fit = 12.35,
df =29, p=10.99, GFI = 0,99, AGFI = 0.98, CFI = 1.00, SRMR = 0.01, RMSEA = 0.00
The variables in the model accounted for 50 percent of the variance of academic dishonesty.

The resuits indicated that the theory of planned behavior could explain the acadernic dishonesty
behavior. Intention to conduct dishonesty, a mediator variable, was statistically significant
directly effecting on academic dishonesty. The other variables that were statistically significant
indirectly effecting on academic dishonesty were subjective norms and perceived behavior
control. However, the attitude toward academic dishonesty behavior was not statistically

significant effecting on academic dishonesty.
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
