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The research objective were to investigate the problems, of the secondary school
curriculum administration in eastern region classified by type, location, and sized of schools and
perception of vice directors for academic, heads of subject groups and head of student
improvement activities. The sample of the study consisted of 320 administrators mention above
acquired through stratified random sampling. All the data were colleted in the first semester of
the 2005 academic year using an open-ended interviewing form of questionnaires. Irequency,
percentage were statistics used to analyze the data.

The result of this research revealed that:

1. The problems of the school curriculum administration in secondary schools in
Eastern Region classified by type, location and size of schools which were the pioneer schools,
the schools in network, the schools which used the curriculum in 2003, the schools subdistrict, the
district schools, the provincial school, the middle size schools and the big size schools were
mostly in supervision, follow-up and evaluation and the ones of the small size schools were
mostly in planning for implementation of curriculum.

2. The guidelines for the development of the secondary school curriculum
administration in Eastern Region according to educational specialisty were.

2.1 Preparation: Schools should continuously disseminate the basic educational
curriculum to teachers, parents and communities, and should follow-up and evaluate the outcome.
2.2 Providing school curriculum: There should be resources recruited from schools

and communities for more worth while and advantageous programs.



2.3 Planning for implementation of curriculum; Administrators should support
teachers and plan together with them in designing learning activities.

2.4 Curriculum Administration: There should be meetings or seminars amongst
administrators about the policy of curriculum administration and training courses for all teachers
with clear goals.

2.5 Supervision, Follow-up and Evaluation: Schools should have plans and projects
of follow-up and evaluation.

2.6 Conclusion: Schools should have systematic and continuous plans and projects
of supervision on follow-up and evaluation for using curriculums with the communities stated in
the annual project plan.

2.7 Improvement: The result from the supervision, follow-up and evaluation and ali
information from schools and communities should be utilized to improve the curriculum

administration.
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
