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The purpose of the study was 1) to determine the teachers’motivation and primary school’s
effectiveness under the Office of Private Education Commission in Eastern Seaboard Development Area;
2) to compare the teachers’'motivation classified by working experience; 3) to compare the school’s
effectiveness classified by working experience; 4) to study the relationship between teachers” motivation and
school’s effectiveness; 5) to) study the teachers’ motivation that predicted the school’s effectiveness. The
samples‘used in this study were 357 teachers in primary schools under the Office of Private Education
Commission in Eastern Seaboard Development Area. The research instruments used for collecting data were
five level rating scale questionare. Mean, standard devia'tio'n, t-test, simple correlation, multiple correlation and
multiple regression were used in analyzing the data. |

The findings were/as follows 1) teachers’ motivation as a whole were rated at a high level. When
classified by working experience, teachers’ motivation factors are at statistically significant difference at .05
level. 2) School’s effectiveness asa whole was rated at a high level. When classified by working experience,
there was not a statistically significant difference. 3) Teachers® motivation as a whole and in each particular
dimension and school’s effectiveness as a whole were found significantly correlated at .05 level. 4) Six
variables in teachers’ motivation that predicted the school’s effectiveness could predict 42.00% according
to the influence of following variables: recognition. achievement and responsibility. The regressions
