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SUWARIN THINTHAWEE: AN EVALUATION OF MAINSTREAMING SCHOOLS FOR
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The purposes of this research were to ev;aluate the project of mainstreaming
schools for exceptional children through the use of CIPP model, This evaluation project
evaluated these basic factors: Context, Input, Process and Qutput. The sample consisted of
385 project administrators, teachers, parents, school committee and students. The instruments
for collecting the data was a five-rating scale questionnaire. Statistics for the research were mean
and standard deviation.

Theresults’ of the study were as follows:

1.Regarding the context, the school administrators and the teachers perceived the
project as awhole to be appropriate at high level which was higher than the standard criteria.

2. Regarding the input, the school administrators and the teachers perceived the
project as a whole, 1o be ahpropriate at an intermediate level, which was lower thanthe standard
criteria.

3. Regarding,the prc.n.c:ess, the school administrators and the teachers perceived the
project, as a whole aboutthe task of the Office of Commission for Basic Education to beatan
intermediate level, which was lower than the standard criteria. The school administrators,
teachers, parents, schoo! committee and students perceived the project about the
mainstreaming schools operated according to SEAT Framework to be at a high level, which was
higher than the standard criteria.

Problems of this project were insufficiency of personnel, materials and equipment, and
budget.

4. Regarding the output, the school administrators and the teachers perceived the

project to be ata high level, which was higher than the standard criteria.
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
