This research’s aim was to study and compare the present operating condition and the
expected operating condition of Amphur public libraries, Office of Non-Formal Education
Management, Eastern Region. The target group was heads of 49 Amphur public libraries in the
Eastern Region, Tool used to collect data was a set of questionnaires. Statistics used to analyse
the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation and the test of effect size. At the resultofthe
research, it was found that-:

1. Location: Most of Amphur public libraries were located in communities with
medium level of convenient transportation. The library had its own buildings with proper light
and proper temperature for studying.

2. Personnel: In most of the Amphur public libraries, there was only 1 personnel per
library who was either library officer, janitor, or librarian, respectively. For education level, most
of librarians got bachelor degree education, majoring in Library Science, most of library officers
got bachelor degree in other fields, and janitors got secondary certificate.

3. For servicesand activities, most of Amphur public libraries open every day, for
general public except for public holidays. Automatic library systems were used for the libraries
rather effectively. The library services were mainly circulation service, reference and information
service, and also library guidance service, respectively. For activities, most of Amphur public
libraries arranged activities for children on the National Children Day, other activities on other
national holidays and specific days for picture drawing and painting, respectively.

4. Materials, Equipments, and tools: information technology were available rather
properly in most libraries. There were suitable book shelves as well as enough tables, and chairs
for the service. There were enough materials and tools for book repairing. However, there were
no materials and equipments for disables.

5. The way the Ampur public libraries operated at present was different from the way
they should be operated according to of the number of the books available, computers for Internet
service, computers for working, newspapers, television shelves, budget for media, working tables

for staff, library personnels, air-conditioners, and budget for public utility, respectively.
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
