SUCHAT SAVETBODI: FACTORS AFFECTING THE SUCCESS OF DRUG '
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The research objectives aimed at studying the operation and the success of drug policy
implementation, and finding out the factors affecting the success of drug policy implementation in
the private vocational schools. The sample consisted of 230 private vocational school principals
throughout the country. The research instrument was a set of rating-scale questionnaire relating
to the operation in accordance with the elements of policy implementation model comprising of
poiicy standards and objectives, policy resources, communication and enforcement activities,
éﬁaracteristics of implementing agencies, econornie, social and political conditions, and
disposition of implementers, and the success of drug policy implementation in the private
vo@:ational schools. Data was analyzed with use of the program of LISREL version 8.53.

The statistical devices used for obtaining the findings of the study were means, standard
deviation, the inter correlation coefficient, and the path analysis. ‘

The findings revealed as follows; 1) The operation on every element of drug policy
imiolementation was rated at the high level, 2) The success of drug policy implementation in the
pfivate vocational schools was rated at the high and the highest level, and 3) all elements of drug
policy implementation were positively correlated with the success of drug policy implementation.
While the communication and enforcement activities and disposition of implementers were
directly affected the success of policy impleméntation, but the policy standards and objectives,
pélicy resources, characteristics of implementation agencies, and economic, social and political

conditions were indirectly affected the mentioned success.
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
