WHY DOES THE WIND BLOW?

The weather in some places changes greatly from month to month and even from day to
day. In Hawaii it’s always warm, and usually sunny. But if you live in Denver, Colorado, you can
have sunny weather with a temperature of 20 C on Monday, and then have a snowstorm on
Tuesday. What causes these rapid changes in the weather? The answer is the wind.

Where does the wind come from? Have you ever felt the warm sun on your face? That
same heat also warms the land, the oceans, and the air. As the air gets warm, it moves upward.
