Automotive industrial competition is very intensive at present. Logistics and_ supply
chain management are applied for the business and beneficial for the competitions. The
objectives of this research were to show application techniques of logistics and suﬁply chain
management in automotive part industries. It focused on significant factors affecting management
techniques and (the achievement that brings about efficiency, effectiveness and success. The
research collected data from primary sources and secondary sources. It surveyed 63 samples of
automotive part industries and the statistical test for its reliability value was at 95% through SPSS
(Statistic Package for Social Science for Windows)

The results of the study revealed that logistics and supply chain management
techniques were actually applied to automotive part industries underneath the factor “Reduce
cost” and most of the firms gave priority to “Quick Response (QR)”. Furthermore, the study
demonstrated the relation between management techniques and the supply chain; and the
achievement occurring in the organization in a positive direction.

The statistical information of this research would be valuable for Thailand automotive
industrial and others. Moreover, thoughts of logistics and supply chain management could be

used as a guideline for the firms wanting to be successful in the future competition.
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
