Tne objectives of this research wers o study and compare Ihe information literacy of
undergraduate students at Kasetsart University (KUY on SiRacha Campus by categorizing into
faculties, and to present the format of the lesson content for teaching information skilt on a suitable
website for undergraduate students of KU on SiRacha Campus. The sample consisted of 361
undergraduate students from first/ year\to fourth year in the academic year 2006. The ressarch
instrument was a questionnaire, and oata was analyzed by using slatistics of pereentage, msan,
standard (deviation and Fitest Statistic. The results cf this research were as/ follows:

1. Undergracduate students of KU on Si Racha Campus had ihe informaticn literacy as a
whole at a moderate level. When consicering each particular, standard, it was found that the
students’ information literacy was at a moderate \level in all standards, ranking from the highest to
lowest means ware: the 8" standard (The understanding and accepting the issues refated to culture,
ethic, econcmy, legislation,” and the-environment surrounded by information), the 1" standard
(Realization of the need for\information},” the 37 standard {Ability of information evaluation), the 5"
standard {Ability of applying new and former information so as to creale the new conceptor create
the new understanding), the 2™ standard {Ability of managing the collected or produced informatien,
and'the. 2" standard {Ability of information searching), respectively.

2. The comparison of the information literacy in ali standards among undergraduate students
from 3 different Faculties showad thal there was no significant difference (p<0.5) among students in
all Faculties. On comparing each standard, it was found that there was a significant difference
{p=< 0.5) in the 2™ standard (Ability of information searching) betwsen the students from Faculty
of Resource and Environment and those from Faculty of Management Sciences. While the other
stanciards and Faculties, no significant differances were found {p<0.5).

3. From the study and the comparison, the format of lesson content for tsaching
information skill on the website for undergraduate students was presented and categorized intc 7
modules: the 1° Module {Significant of Information Literacy), the 2™ Module (Realization of Information
Need}, the 3 Module (Information Access), the A" Module (\nformation Evaluation), the 5" Module
{Information Management), the 6" Module {Apply of Information), and the 7" Module {Understanding of

using information).
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
