The purposes of this research were to study creativity and innovation of private schools
in basic education and factors effecting the schools’ creativity and innovation, and to compare the
multiple regression models of general schools and creative and innovative schools. The sample
used in‘the study derived by means of purposive random sampling consisted of 307 private
schools and 1,112 teachers. There were six latent variables namely, Creativity of Administrator,
Achievement Motive of Administrator, Leadership of Administrator, Climate and Environment of
Work, and Learning Culture. The research instrument was a questionnaire on the six latent
variables. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, and inferential statistics using SPSS and
LISREL 8.72 was used for confirmatory factors analysis and comparison of multiple regression
models between two groups of schools.

The results of the research found that confirmatory factors analysis was consistent with
empirical data for all the latent variables which have GFI ranging from 0.99-1and AGFI ranging
from 0.98-0.99. The most fit mulitiple regression model was found to be:f= 1424, df =3,p=
699, GFI = 1.000 RMSEA4 = (0.000. The variables in multiple regression model accounted for 77
percent of the variance in the creativity and innovation of the general private schools group and
80 percent of variance in the creativity and innovation of the private schools group that were
recognized as creative and innovative. However, Achievement Motive of Administrator was
affected significantly by creativity and innovation of the general private school in opposite

direction and was not affected insignificantly by the creative and innovative schools.
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
