This thesis on the topic “Superstition in Folktales of Chonburi Province : belief that
still exist” has the objective for gathering folk Iiterature that are relevant to’superstition in
Chonburi. It firstly, studies about the concept of superstition existed in folktales and then
continues to study if it still be apparent. Finally, the result of this study will be proposed with
descriptive analysis.

This study appears that 38 outof 86 folktales in Chonburi has a superstition content. [t
can be divided into 4 types, such-as believing in spirits, believing in sacred things, believing in
magic-and believing in astrology. They have reflected on society, way of life, tradition, values
and various belief. So, these folktales in Chonburi have also indicated a superstition, such as
spirits, sacred things, magic, amulet, astrology, that has influenced and been inherited since an
ancient times. Eventually, it will be regarded by peopleas supernatural belief. It coud be
understand, for example, that spiritor angel widely and highly respected become sacred thing.
Another example is that amulets, whether given from priest or not, tends to be also a sacred
things. A superstition has avariable form of belief.

Although there are highly educated people, technological development, rapidly
evolved society, rush hours and continuously increased competition, the superstition in the

society of Chonburi remains unchanged and is not expelled.
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
