The purpose of this correlation research was to study AIDS preventive behaviors, and
factors influencing AIDS preventive behaviors among male prisoners.. The sample consisted of 407
strictly male inmates in the Prison Region 2. The.sample was. selected by multi-stage random
sampling. The research instruments included general characteristics, perceptions of AIDS, knowledge
about AIDS and AIDS preventive behaviors: questionnaires with acceptable reliability of each
instrument (0.7 - 0.9). Data were ‘analyzed by descriptive statistics and stepwise multiple regression.

The results/revealed, that42 prisoners (10.30 percent of prisoners) who reported having sex
with inmates- and “only| 50 percent of them reported consistently using condom. Overall score-of AIDS
preventive behavior for-daily living was at good level, however, 'some high risk/behaviors were found
including. sharing personal belongings with others, having genital\ modification and sharing tool with
others, tattoo or puncture without clean or sterile tool, and ‘contacting blood or serum without protective
equipments. Bivariate analysis showed that age (r\= !13), knowledge about AIDS (r = .38), perceived
self-efficacy of AIDS prevention (r'=-31), and perceived benefits of AIDS prevention (r = .17)
were positively correlated to’ AIDS [preventive behavior for daily living while the number of convicts
(r = -.15) was negatively related to AIDS preventive behavior for daily living. Stepwise multiple
regression (identified' that age (Beta = .16), knowledge about AIDS (Beta = .33), the number of convict
(Beta, = -.14), and perceived self-efficacy of AIDS prevention (Beta = .21) were statistically influencing
factors and could explain AIDS preventive behavior for daily living (R2 = .24, p < .01).

The finding suggests that program on enhancing AIDS preventive behavior for daily living
in male prisoners should focus on AIDS education, skill training for AIDS prevention, and environmental

arrangement for daily living in the prison.
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
