The purposes of this study were to uncover the concepts, the methods, and the results of the
adaptation of primary schools using English language in teaching and learning (ELITAL) activities toward the
quality administration under the Local Administrative-Bureau in the eastern region. The research was conducted
by means of qualitative methodology, phenomenological study, using the Colaizzi’s seven steps of
phenomenological analysis. The conceptual framework of the research was drawn under the Leavitt’s four
fundamentat-factors of organizational change: task, structure, technology, and human as theory-before research.
The total 6f39 key informants: four school administrators, three Thai teachers, four foreign/teachers, 15 students,
six parents, three school committees, and four experts were selected by a purposive sampling. Various methods
of data collection used in this research included documeut analysis, in-depth interview, focus group interview,
participant and non-participant observation, questionnaire, and field notetaking.

The research uncovered that there are five main concepts of the adaptation of primary schools using
ELITAL activities: school-based management, science and art of administration, attitude change, preparation of
the future education, and holistic and long-range development of organization. In addition, the methods of the
adaptation involved philosophy of education that teachers use to select proper strategies for ELITAL activities.
The students have developed positive attitude toward the ELITAL with the preference of leamning through games,
Family plays a critical role in promoting students’ learning. The results of the adaptation of the school using
ELITAL revealed two elements: evaluation approaches and the results of the evaluation. The results of the
evaluation showed altitude changes of teachers and students, thus changing teaching and learning behaviors.
Parents emphasize both evaluation methods of students’ learning achievernent grades and practical learning
skills related to the real life. Furthermore, parents make suggestions on four ¢ritical issues for improvement of
the ELITAL: foreign teachers, budget management, additional learning activities, and favorable environment
for Erglish practice. The foreign teachers with their own English accent negatively influence the students’
speaking and listening skills. The budget should be increased or at least maintained at the same amount to
provide enough support for the ELITAL. The school should regularly provide more extra learning activities.

Both parents and teachers should create suitable environment for students to practice speaking English.
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
