The purpose of this research was to develop and validate a causal relationship model of
factors related to principals’ administrative behaviors affecting student achievement under
the Office of Basic Education Commission, based on the concepts of instructional leadership,
academic emphasis, teacher empowerment and collective teacher efficacy. The sample, derived
by means of stratified random sampling, consisted of 1,359 teachers in 453 schools in the
aeademic year 2008. There were five latent variables namely, instructional leadership, academic
emphasis, tcachcr empowerment, collective teacher efficacy, and student achievement. The
research instrument was a set of questionnaires on the four latent variables related to principals’
administrative behaviors. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics, using SPSS, LISREL 8§.80
Student Edition to validate the causal relationship model.

Results indicated that the adjusted mode] was consistent with empirical data. Goodness
of fit mcasurcs was found to be: Zz =33.04, df =34, p=.51, GFI=.99, RMSEA =00

The variables in adjusted model accounted for 83 percent of the variance in affeeting
student achievement. Variables having a statistically significant direct affecting student
achicvement were academic emphasis, teacher empowerment and collective teacher efficacy.
Variables having a statistically significant indirect effect were: I} instructional leadership
indircctly affecting through academic emphasis, teacher empowerment and collective teacher
efficacy; 2) academic cmphasis indirectly affecting through teacher empowerment and collective
teacher efficacy and 3) teacher empowerment indirectly affecting through collective teacher
efficacy. The szfﬁ indicated that the adjusted model accounted in affecting student achievement

was found of being better than the hypothesis model.
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
