The research aimed to study and compare needs of elderly in Samaesan Sub-district, in
Sattahip District of Chonburi Province for welfare. The sample was 224 male and female elderly
who are over 60 years old and living in Samaesan, Sub-district, Sattahip District of Chonburi
Province. Research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics used for analyzing data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation.

The findings revealed that (1) overall and in all seven aspects; the elderly need for
welfare was at a high level. The aspect that the elderly needed at the highest level was a public
health and medical followed by the aspect of accommodation, stability social and family and head
of the instituty and relate, income, residence, recreation, public service and networking.

The aspect that the elderly needed at the highest level was a public health and
medical followed by the aspect of accommodation, stability social and family and head of the
instituty and relate, income, residence, recreation, (2) The result of the comparison of the needs
revealed that the elderly from different groups classified by amount of sex had different needs for
the welfare. The elderly who did not have occupation needed higher level of welfare than those
with salary with statistical significance of .05 both in public health and medical, education and

information, subsistence allowance and arrangement for traditional funeral.
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
