This research aimed to develop an‘effectiveness evaluation model of Islamic private
schools and assessing a multi — level causal equation affecting effectiveness of Islamic private
schools in the southern border provinces. The sample group comprised of 1,345 administrators,
teachers and students in 56 Islamic private schools those offered grade six education in the
southern border provinces affiliated to the Office of the Private Education Commission, academic
year 2012 using two-stage random sampling. The predicting variables of students level were;
communicating languages, learning behavior, background knowledge, attention of parents to
education, and socioeconomic status of parents. Predicting variables of school level were;
teaching quality of teachers, life working quality of teachers, academic leadership of
administrators and school climate. Dependent variable was; effectiveness of Islamic private
schools comprised of; 1) academic performance: effectiveness of religion subject teaching and
effectiveness of basic subject teaching; 2) non-academic performance: integrity and ethics
according to Islam, interest in learned subjects, relationships between teachers and students,
wellness in schools, attention in the subjects, attitudes towards homework, social development in
classes and academic concepts. Research instrument was questionnaires. Content validity and
reliability were at a high level. Data were analyzed using Mplus 6.12 program to test validity of
the multi-level structural equation model and empirical data.

Research findings

1. The measurement model of variables in multi-level structural equation model
affecting effectiveness of Islamic private schools in the southern border provinces was consistent
with empirical data with ¥’ = 77.677, df =76, p = 425, Xz/df =1.022, RMSEA = .013,

CFI=1.000, TLI = .999, SRMR = .017 and SRMR, = .098 met the standards.



2. The multi — level structural equation model of effectiveness of Islamic private
schools in the southern border provinces was consistent with empirical data with ¥’ =1127.684,
df=624, p=.812, ){z/df: 1.807, RMSEA = .031, CFI = .947, TLI = .938, SRMR  =.016 and
SRMR, =.136. Levels of prediction can be presented as follows.

2.1 Variables used to predict dependent variables at student level it was found that;
learning behavior, attention of parents to education and socioeconomic status of parents, did not
have influence on effectiveness of Islamic private schools in the southern border provinces in terms
of academic performance. The ‘attention of parents to education’ variables influenced effectiveness
of Islamic private schools in the southern border provinces in terms of non —academic performance
at statistical significance of .05 with the coefficient of determination at 5.3%.

2.2 Variables predicting the multi-level structural equation model of effectiveness
of Islamic private schools in the southern border provinces at the school level in terms of
academic performance were positively and directly influenced by ‘teaching quality of teachers’,
‘academic leadership of administrators’ variables and were positively influenced by the ‘school
-climate” variable at statistical significance of .05 with the coefficient of determination at 32.4%.
The ‘school climate’ variable affected the effectiveness of Islamic private schools in the southern
border provinces in terms ¢f non-academic performance at statistical significance of .05 with

the coefficient of determination at 81%.
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
