SIRIRATH SITTIPORNWORAKUL: A COMPARISON OF GUARANTEED

INCOME SUPPLEMENT PROGRAM FOR SENIOR CITIZENS IMPLEMENTED BY THE
GOVERNMENTS OF PRIME MINISTERS YING-LUK AND ABHISIT : A CASE STUDY OF
BAN CHANG SUB-DISTRICT ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE, PHANAT NIKHOM, CHON

The purpose of this study was to compare the implementation of the guaranteed
income supplement program as provided by the governments of Prime Ministers Ying-Luk and
Abhisit. The key informants participating in this study were 6 executive officers and staff
working for Ban Chang Sub-district Administrative Office. The data were collected using an
interview technique. A content analysis was conducted to analyze the data.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The allowance payment for senior citizens as provided by the Government of
Prime Minister Ying-Luk was arranged based on the so called “step up” table of benefit amount.
The amount of 600 baht would be paid to seniors aged 60-69, 700 baht for seniors aged 70-79,
and 800 baht for seniors aged 80-89. The amount of 1,000 baht would be paid to a senior whose
age was changed according to the age calculation formula. (A senior’s age was calculated based
on a fiscal year--October 01-September 30.) The complication of age calculation was found
difficult for seniors to understand. Also, there was a delay of allowance payment for seniors due
to the late arrival of allocated budget, especially at the beginning of a fiscal year. Consequently,
Ban Chang Sub-district Administrative Office had to advance the allowance payment for the
seniors by borrowing from a money-saving fund.

2) Unlike the allowance payment conducted by the Government of Prime
Minister Ying-Luk, it was shown that the practice of allowance payment for seniors in the
Government of former Prime Minister Abhisit was easier. This was due to the fact that the paid

allowance of 500 baht was the same for all seniors. It was also shown that there was a delay of



allowance payment for seniors at the beginning of a fiscal year. Therefore, the amounts of

allowance for the recipients had to be borrowed from a money-saving fund.
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
