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Abstract

The objective of this preiiminary base-
line information study was to explore sexual
behaviors, AIDS prevention behaviors, and
related factors among male sex workers in
Pattaya Municipality, Chon Buri province,
Thailand. The questionnaires were used with
the sample size of 500 populations. The results

of the study indicated that majority of age

was between 21-25 years old. The majority of -

the participants came from the Northeast and
had a secondary education level. Among these
participants, one out three worked as labor
befare entering this present job. Regarding
the income, the majority had the 5.:000-10,000
baht per month (42.2 percent) and the main
reason for workingwas satisfied with their work.

The majority of the swnple group had
the' [irst/ sexual cexpericnce wt age of 15 while
carliest first sexual experience was at 11 years
old. Nearly balf of them did not use a condom
during their first sexual experience (51.8 per
cent). Regarding the partner of the respondents
at presenl, 48.0 percent had .a steady partner
and 72.9-percent had an ex-partner. The
average lme of relationship with their sexual
partner was 1-3 and 4-6 month (58.4 and 30.0
per cent) and 374 of respondent used condom
regularly. Regarding anal sexual cxperience,
the majority had the first ¢xperience al age
of 15 and 18 (as of 11.8 and 11.3 percent,
respectively). During the latest anal sex
intercourse as the insertive and receptive
role, the majority used a condom, gel, drug
and alcohol. Regarding the recently oral sex,
0.4 percent did not use a condom.

More than half of the sample group
experienced the intercourse with the customers
who refused using condom (59.0 percent) and
nearly half of participants refused to have sexual
intercourse. 18.8 percent of the sample group
had sexual force experience that 26.3 per cent
of them did not use a condom. In the last 12

months, more than half of the participants had
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STI/HIV/AIDS test and the majority of the
infected group used a service from a medical
doctor. Of the respondents, 30.6 percent
worried about the STI/HIV/AIDS infection
in the future.

For the knowledge and AIDS prevention
behavior variabic. the participants had the
knowledge on AIDS prevention at a good level
{score at 0.82).
