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Thesis Title : A Study of Image of the Curriculum and Instruction Department as

Perceived by Students

Abstract

The purpose of this research was to determine the image of Curriculum and
Instruction Department, Faculty of Education, Burapha University in the aspects of
instructor’s personality and curriculum and instruction. The sample consisted of 158
students selected from full time and part-time undergraduate and graduate students.

The instrument used for collecting the data was the rating scale and open-ended
questionnaires. Méan, standard deviation, t-test, and percentage were statistical
devices for analyzing the data,

The findings were as follows:

1. Most undergraduate students perceived that their instructors’ personalities
were ratéd at the high level in the aspects of their dressing appropriated to time and
place, politeness and considerations, responsibilities, keeping professional prestige. But
the graduate students perceived that all of these aspects were rated at the moderate level.
Personalities as perceived by undergraduate students atthe the less level were the
temperateness, creative thinking, faimess, human relations, given opportunity to students
to do something, keeping student’s personal affairs, and sincerity in counseling.

2. Most undergraduate students perceived on curriculum and instruction at the
high level were participation in teaching and learning activities and faithful in democratic
pra_ctice while the graduate students perceived them at the less to moderate levels. Only
one aspect that perceived by graduate students at the high level was the updated subject
contents appropriated to present situation. The attention to develop the department, writing
textbook, conducting research and being resource person were rated at the moderate level
by undergraduate students while the graduvate students’ perceptions were at the less level

in offering elective courses according to students’ needs and lecturing method.



3. The comparison of the students’ perceptions toward their instructors’
personalitics and curriculum and instruction between male and female students were
found indifferent except the former male and female undergraduate students’ perceptions
were different (p <0.5).

4. The recommendations for the improvement of the department’s image in the
aspect of the instructors’ personalities as perceived by both male and female
undergraduate and graduate students were to respect the student’s opinions, politeness
and appropriateness of language used and nonbias and fairmess. The curriculum and
instruction should be improved by offering more elective courses for students, student-

centered teaching, and updating curriculum for applications.
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
