The study attempts to study the acceptance level of information technology and
intention to implement GLPI program including factors contributing to acceptance of information
technology of employees in Valeo Group. The Unified Theory of Acceptance and Use of
Technology (UTAUT) model was applied to survey the subjects. 260 employees of Valeo group
working in Amata Nakorn Industrial Estate were the subjects in this study whilst the instrument
was close-ended questionnaires. The data were analyzed to find descriptive statistics including
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation whereas inferential statistics including t-test,
F-test and Multiple Regression Analysis.

The findings reveal that employees of Valeo group had level of information technology
acceptance at the high level as well as the level of intention to utilize GLPI program was also at
the high level. Factors contributing to acceptance of information technology consisted of
effectiveness, expectation to use at work, social influence, supporting environment. It was also
found that these four factors positively correlated with the intention to work.

Moreover, it can be seen that the expectation on the effectiveness was the most
influencing factor affecting intention to use GLPI program. Then the ranks were own to

supporting environment, social influence, and expectation to use at work, respectively
