The objectives of This research were 1o study sexuality phenomena of female
adolescence appeared under the social and cultural, including the study of process of selecting
sexuality. the definition of sexuality, urban areas creating the sexuality, the effects of sexuality
and the adaptation chosen by female adolescents. The qualitative method was used for this
research. The data were gathered via in-depth interviews, participant and non- participant
observations. Key informants were 26 femalc adolescent students aged between 12~ 18 years old.
The duration of data gathering was between November 2007 and April 2008.

The findings revealed as follows

1. The social and cultural context leading to-scxuality were dwelling, way of life, sex
value and sexual perception. The process: brought to sexuality were divided into 2 types which
were willing and unwilling intercourses which were not a different process, namely, being in
love, having a date, being a live-in partner and having sexual intercourses. The first reason of
female adolescents to explain sexual behaviors was being in love. The second was curiosity and
eagerness, to-have sexual experience perceived from media video clips and friends.

2./ The definitions sexuality interpreted female adolescents were that love and
intercourse, were beautiful, warm, natural, worth for live, helping to measure the love level and
binding and necessary for love, The 6 types of the etfects sexuality were 1} endless of seeking
love and not interesting in studies 2) to be young mum or aborted 3) free style sexuality: cajolery
and selecting a boy 4) spend no leisure time on motorcycles saddles, sex addiction exciting styles
5) being a lesbian. and young whore manager and 6) repaying each other intercourse.

3. Tor adaptations of female adolescents. they were 1) conceding their sexuality, 2)
seeking the reasons to support themselves 3) using their intellectual senses and experiences to
create new value and 4) choosing friends who were optimistic and shared similar sexuality. The
rescarch findings led to policy recommendations, which were to regulate the child and youth
studies as the emergent priority. Both state and private scctors cooperate regarding this and
regulate the policy for the quality development of family lives by using legislative mechanism

and family welfare systems.
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
