Abstract

This research was aimed to examine the number of Japanese verbs in kanji homographs,
and to study the differences existing in those written in complete Kanji homographs.

It was found that there were 2,636 kanji scripts that were still used in the dictionary used
for this research. And from this amount, fhere were only 874 kanji scripts that could be used in
verb forming words. The number of word in verb form was 1,455 words which appeared in 48
sets, or 97 words, of complete homographic form. Studying each set of those homographic
verbs, it was found that the differences could be described in the following aspects. The
number of homographic verbs which resembled closely in meaning was 22 sets,  which was
rather high amount. on the contrary the number of homographic verbs which could be
apparently distinguished in meaning was too small; there were only 4 sets found. At the same
time, there were 2 sets of the archaic homographic verb, and 10 sets of those used only one in
each set. There were 6 homographic sets which changed their graphic forms from kanji to
hiragana, and the other 4 sets which changed into different kanji script.

From the linguistic phenomenon mentioned above, it was noticed that the homographic

forms were under diversifying to differentiate themselves in order not to cause problems for
language use.
