Autistic child’s parents in the experiment
group had higher sense of coherence scores than those in the control group in the post-test phase
and the follow up phase with a statistical significance of .05. Participants’ sense of coherence
scores was higher than in the post-test phase and the follow up phase was higher than in the
pre-test phase at statistical significance of .05. During the follow up phase, experiment group
were found to having higher sense of coherence scores than the post-test phase at a statistical
