The-purposes. of this research were 1o study and to compare the existing situations and guided
development of information technology performance of administrators in_the Office-of Ratchaburi
Educational ‘Service Area, as classified by school size, educational background and the work experience of
school administrators. [t also aimed al the study of guided ' developrment of information technology. The
sample used in this study consisted of 88 school administrators. The rescarch instrument used in
collecting data was a set of ‘rating sealc ~and a set of open ended questionnaires. Mean, standard
deviation, t-test, one-way analysis\of \variance were used in analyzing the dawa.

The result of ‘the study revealed that the existing situations of information technotogy
performance ol adminstrators was rated at high level in all aspects. Comparing the performance as a
whole, classified by school size, was not significant difference, but considered by each aspect, it was
found-that in the aspect of co-operations with information technology stalts was significant dilference at
the .05 level. The existing situations of information technology performance ot administrators, as classitied
by educational background and the work experience of school administrators were not significant
difference. The guided development of information performance were ; School has a policy of encouraging
all teachers in training on ntormation technology practice to enhance continuing education both inside and
outside school; Teachers, administrators and personnet must be trained on infermation technology
development seriously and continuously; Budget should be allocate priority and the need for management
and leamning activities appropriatc and sufficient; Encourage teachers 1o get more information to assist in
learning activities; Training personnel to enhance knowledge and develop their working potential; Using
brainstorms technique to improve the structure and define the responsibilities of information technology

clearly and modernly and Setting seminar in knowledge exchange 1o gain more information technology in

the same dircction.
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
