The purposes of this research were 1) to-investigate the implementation effectiveness of the school
curriculum level-2, under the jurisdiction ol the Office of Basic Education in the upper northem region 2) to
determine the classrooni-level factors and school=[cvel factors aftecting the implementation effectiveness level
and 3) to propose the multiple ~level fuctors model that predicted factors influencing implemeptation
effectiveness of the schoal curticulunylevel 2. Multi - stage sampling lechnique were used in collection.
Consequently; total of 2,422 research samples were selceted that consisted of 346 school administrators, 346
teachers;, and 1,730 students. The instruments uscd in the collection of data were the-threc types of
questionnaires. Analysis of the obtained data were performed to find the basic statistics measures and mulu-
level analysis for educational research by compulerize program.

The rescarch findings wereshown as follows:

I. The tolal implementation efiectiveness level ol the school curriculum level 2, under the jurisdiction
of the Office of Basic Education in the upper northern region was as nearly high. level.

2, The factors affecting the implementation effectivencss level of the schoo! curriculum level 2, which
under the jurisdiction of the Ottice of Basic Education in the upper northern region were the classroom-level
factors and school-level factors, The additional descriptive data were shown below:

2.1 At the classroom level; teachers’ age and educational level, parents income, teachers’
teaching experience and teaching quality, teachers® social supports, teachers’ working satisfaction, students’
lcarming (irne, and students’ learning mativation werc influcnced the implementation effectliveness of school
curriculum level 2 and all of the elass-levcl factors werc positive factors influencing the school effectiveness.

2.2 At the school level; age, the factors of educational level, administrative cxperience,
leadership of school administrator, school climate, and schools® resourees and facilitics were influenced the
mean of the implementation effcetivencss of the school curriculum level 2. Leadership of school administralor

was a negative factor imfluencing the ctfectiveness; whereas, school elimate was a positive affect.
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
