The rescarch objectives were to analyze and to synthesize the models of home schooling in
order to present the appropriate models of instructional delivery for home schooling in Thailand. The
research was conducted by means of Ethnographic Delphi Future Research (EDFR) technique. Data
were collected from 22 cxperts, including of the parents of the home-schooled, the educational
officers and the education experts in home schooling. An intervicw and a questionnaire were 7
employed. The data collected from 22 experts were analyzed for consensus and feasibility, and was
finally synthesized into recommendations for the models of instructional delivery for home schooling

in Thailand. The statistics used were percentage, median, mode, and interquartile range.

The results of this rescarch revealed that the appropriatc models of instructional delivery for
home schooling in Thailand could be classified into 6 categories: [.The learning objectives emphasize
on giving freedom and happiness to the lcarncrs through the integration of subjects with real life
experience. 2.The parents develop the curriculum from their experience with the learners. 3.The
lcarning process depends on the learner’s readiness and satisfaction with the parents’love, sincerity
and understanding of the lcarners. 4. Things in the child’s environment should be intcgrated as
instructional materials and resources. 5.Learning evaluat?ou could be done, both parcnts and public or
private educational organization the learing site, by observing the development of the children and
testing them, and 6. Transferring of learning achievement at the different levels of study could be done
through various approaches, such as having children registered at a school to be evaluated by the
school and the parents togcther. The Home School Coordination Center (HSCC.) could offer a
certificate to the children under their supervision by comparing them with children at a similar level in

the government school system and by a system of cumulative educational credits through a

“credit bank”.
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
