The main objective of this research was to. study the effects of modeling and
value clarification activities on future orientation of female convicts. The simple. by
random sampling, composed of eighteen female convicts from Samutprakarn- Central
Prison whose scores on future orientation tests were lower than the percentile rank of 23,
and were assigned to one of the three groups : (1) the modeling; (2) the value
clarification activities; (3) the control group. The three groups wete given 2 future
orientation test before, during and in follow-up periods. The statistical methods used in
analyzing the data were two ways analysis of variance with one between subjects variable

and one within subject variable (and the test for difference in parts by Newman-keuls.

It was found that there was a statistical significant interaction at a .05 level
between the methods and the duration of the experiment. The female convics in both
experimental groups had future orientation in the posttest and the follow -up higher

than the pretest and the control group with statistical significance at a .05 level.
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
