The purpose of this experimental research was to investigate the effects the experiment on
mother s attitude toward nutrition, whose malnutrition children take soybean milk and eggs. The samples of
the study consisted of sixteen students in the first semester of acadamic year 2001 in Bankomailaem Primaty
School. They were randomly assigned equally into an expetiment group and a control groups. Before the
experiment, the subjects were tested for protien and energy in their blood through the analyzing of albumin in
bicod. All subjects had a normal range of blood albumin (3.7-5.5 g/dl). The experiment group was then given
soybean milk with eggs for lunch for 4 months while the control gronp was not. The mothers were asked to
join the nutrition knowledge enhancement program. The experiment was divied into three phases : pre -
experiment, during experiment and post experiment. The instrument utilized fo measure attitude toward
nntrition of the mothers was a five-level rating scale questionnaire. The statistical device used for the data

analysis was { - test.

The findings of the study were as follows :

1. The mothers attitudes toward food scores of the eperimental group were higher than the pretest
experiment scores in the post experiment period with the statistical significance at .03 level.

2. \The mothers attitudes toward food scores of the eperimental group were higher than the control
group scores in the post experiment period with the statistical significance at .05 level.

2. The scores of ihe children taking soybean milk and eggs were higher than their pretest
experiment scores in the post experiment period with the statistical significance at 05 level.

4. The scores of the children taking soybean milk and eggs were higher than the conrol group

scores in the post experiment period with the statistical significance at 05 level,
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
